gress throughout this last year. 

*MUFFINS WITH MOM is coming up!  Save the date—Friday, May 8th, in the 
afternoon after naptime from 2:30—3:30 pm. We would love for all our mommies 
to come by and join us for some muffins in honor of your special day.  The after-
noon will feature our annual Preschool and Pre K art show.  I hope you can make it!
